Greg Wilcox (1987-90)
Perhaps one of the greatest arms 
in Wildcat history, Wilcox holds four 
program records, ranks in the Top 
10 in three more, and also holds 
multiple single-season records.

Alec Acosta (2015-18)
A middle infielder and four-year 
starter, Acosta was essential to the 
‘Cats magical 2017 postseason. 
In addition to exiting Davidson as 
a member of the winningest class 
ever, he also holds program records 
for games played, sacrifice flies, and 
at bats. 

Gus Quattlebaum (1994-97)
Now the Director of Scouting for the Boston 
Red Sox, Quattlebaum was one of 
Davidson’s top hitters and blasted four 
homeruns in a single-game record vs. VCU 
(2/16/97)

The 1987 Bombers
Quoted as “Davidson’s Murderer’s Row”, sluggers Dave Turgeon, 
Billy Masse, Alan Lewis, and Dave DePaul helped the 1987 ‘Cats to a 
program record 87 long balls, a stat they nearly topped the NCAA in. All 
four rank in the top 10 in multiple offensive categories, while Masse and 
Lewis each hold multiple program  and single-season records.

Will Robertson (2014-17)
Robertson had a standout senior season, where he was 
named a finalist for the NCAA Breakout Player of the Year, 
and exited Davidson as the most decorated player in school 
history, earning 12 different national/conference accolades 
during his final campaign.
