• Sophomore quarterback Tyler Huff  
and senior wide receiver Keith Pear-
son have earned the Pioneer Football 
League off ensive and special teams 
player of the week honors respecƟ vely 
following their performances on Satur-
day in a 31-16 victory over Morehead 
State for the Blue Hose.
• Huff  was responsible for three touch-
downs in Presbyterian's 31-16 victory 
against Morehead State, Saturday. 
• He completed 17-of-28 passes for 211 
yards and threw for two touchdowns, 
including a 65-yard strike to MaƩ hew 
Rivera. Huff  also ran for 71 yards and a 
touchdown, including a 14-yard scoring 
scamper for Presbyterian's fi nal touch-
down.
• Pearson's 65-yard punt return in the 
third quarter set a Presbyterian DI era 
record in a 31-16 victory against More-
head State, Saturday. 
• His 65-yard return broke the record 
set in 2013 and Presbyterian made it 
pay off  three plays later with a touch-
down run by Huff . Pearson averaged 
25.0 yards per return on three punt re-
turns against Morehead State. The se-
nior wideout also added seven catches 
for 54 yards to his stat line on Saturday.

Huff  Opens 2021 Strong
• The Orange Park, Fla. naƟ ve conƟ n-
ued his strong start to the 2021 spring 
with 211 passing yards, 71 rushing 
yards and accounted for three touch-
downs in PC 31-16 win over Morehead 
State.
• Huff  opened his 2021 spring against 
Gardner-Webb with his best stat line of 
his collegiate career.
• Huff  completed a career-high 29 pass 
for 307 yards (also a career-high) and 
a pair of touchdowns. He also added a 
score on the ground.
• He became the fi rst 300+ yard per-
formance in Blue Hose DI history since 
Hays McMath totaled 322 yards during 
the 2013 season against VMI. 
• Huff 's 29 compleƟ ons is the fi rst Blue 
Hose to complete 25+ passes since Will 
Brock completed 25 during the 2016 
season against Florida Tech.
• He fi nished his freshman year with 
a 58.4 compleƟ on pct. while totaling 
871 yards and seven touchdowns in 
six starts. Huff  also added 326 rushing 
yards and a pair of scores.

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2021 Schedule
• The PFL’s six-week schedule will see 
seven league members joined by Pres-
byterian, which joins the PFL as part of 
a scheduling agreement for the spring 
2021 schedule, each play three home and 
three away contests. Individual members 
may schedule nonconference games pri-
or to the league’s March 13-April 17 win-
dow.
• The Blue Hose are slated to open the 
2021 spring slate with Gardner-Webb on 
March 6 in a game that was announced 
last month.
• Presbyterian opens the 2021 home 
slate with a matchup against Morehead 
State on March 13 which will be followed 
up by a road trip up to Davidson for a 
matchup with the Wildcats on March 20.
• Presbyterian and Davidson will play a 
home and home as the Wildcats will visit 
the Blue Hose on April 10. 
• Following the trip to Davidson, the Blue 
Hose return home on March 27 for a vis-
it from San Diego. The Blue Hose travel 
to Florida for a matchup with Stetson on 
April 3. 
• AŌ er the aforemenƟ oned home game 
with Davidson on April 10, PC will make 
the long trek to Iowa to baƩ le Drake on 
April 17 to wrap up the 2021 spring slate 

Spangler Signs Extension To Begin PFL
• In January of 2020, athleƟ c director 
Rob Acunto signed head football coach 
Tommy Spangler to a mulƟ -year contract 
extension to help lead the Blue Hose pro-
gram into its inaugural season in the PFL 
in 2021. 
• Spangler begins his fourth year (10th 
overall) as the head coach of the Blue 
Hose this season, aŌ er previously leading 
the program from 2001-06.
• Spangler compiled a 50-49 overall re-
cord in his Ɵ me as the head coach for PC, 
including a 10-2 mark in 2005.
• Under his watch, PC went 28-14 in SAC 
games with an unbeaten 7-0 record en 
route to a conference Ɵ tle in 2005.
• In nine seasons as head coach, PC put 
together fi ve winning seasons with at 
least seven victories in four of the fi ve.
• He led PC to its last conference Ɵ tle in 
2005, winning the SAC with 10-2 overall 
record and a 7-0 conference record en 
route to a second round appearance in 
the Division II Playoff s.
• Spangler is the second coach in PC his-
tory to have two diff erent sƟ nts at the 
college. Legendary coach Walter Johnson 
coached PC from 1915-17 before return-

ing two years later to coach the program 
from 1919-40.

Blue Hose In The Pros
• Former PC standouts JusƟ n Bethel, Tobi 
AnƟ gha and Rock Ya-Sin have risen to the 
professional ranks of football.
• Bethel just completed his ninth season 
in the NFL as a member of the New En-
gland Patriots for his fi rst full season in 
Foxboro and second season overall with 
the Patriots. He spent half of 2019 with 
the Patriots and BalƟ more Ravens aŌ er 
spending 2018 with the Atlanta Falcons. 
• Bethel spent his fi rst six seasons in the 
league as a member of the Arizona Car-
dinals. 
• The former Blue Hose has made the 
Pro Bowl three Ɵ mes in his career in the 
league and is the only PC player to ever to 
be named to the Pro Bowl. 
• During his Ɵ me at PC, Bethel earned 
three all-conference honors and became 
the Big South all-Ɵ me leader in blocked 
kicks and solo blocks. He leŌ  PC as the ca-
reer leader in tackles and intercepƟ ons. 
• Bethel totaled 14 tackles during his 
Ɵ me with the Patriots in 2020. 
• AnƟ gha signed with the Winnipeg Blue 
Bombers in February of 2020. The 2015 
graduate of Presbyterian College has 
since moved to the defensive line.
• AnƟ gha during his 2019 season with 
Toronto totaled 20 tackles and two inter-
cepƟ ons 
• He played wide receiver in his Ɵ me 
with PC, totaling 117 recepƟ ons for 1,415 
yards and seven touchdowns in four sea-
sons.
• AnƟ gha during his Ɵ me with Saskatche-
wan in the 2017 & 2018 season racked up 
21 tackles, two sacks, three intercepƟ ons 
during the 2018 season. In 2017 he had 
40 tackles and fi ve sacks. 
• Ya-Sin spent three seasons with the 
Blue Hose from 2015-17 before being 
draŌ ed by the Indianapolis Colts 34th 
overall during the 2019 draŌ .
• Ya-Sin ended his Ɵ me at Presbyterian 
with several accolades and records. He 
earned a fi rst team All-Conference nod 
during the 2017 season. He Ɵ ed Ed BriƩ  
for the PC D1 era career record for pass-
es defensed with 24 breakups, while also 
fi nishing his PC career ranked third in in-
tercepƟ ons with fi ve.

• Rock Ya- Sin in his rookie year totaled 62 
tackles, two tackles for a loss and an in-
tercepƟ on. During the 2020 season with 
the Colts, he’s totaled 45 tackles and an 
intercepƟ on. 
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The Presbyterian College football team scored 21 unan-

swered points in the second half, including a score off a 

fake field goal and two touchdowns by Demarcus Rouse, to 

break open a 7-7 deadlock at halftime and take the 28-13 

win over Davidson tonight at Richardson Stadium in David-

son, N.C.

PC was led on the ground by Rouse, who had 12 carries for 

50 yards and two touchdowns.  Lance Byrd ran for 75 yards 

off 16 carries.  Jeremiah McKie led the Blue Hose in the 

air with three catches for 51 yards, including a long of 31.  

Tamyn Garrick was 11-of-34 for 164 yards with two inter-

ceptions.

Davidson was led by Spencer Perry who ran for 123 yards 

off 20 carries.  Jonathan Carkhuff was 21-for-34 for 280 

yards and two interceptions.  He also threw for two touch-

downs.

PC recorded 16 first downs, compared to 15 for Davidson.  

The Blue Hose collected 368 yards of total offense, with 

the Wildcats recording 360.  PC threw for 174 yards and 

rushed for 194, while Davidson threw for 280 and rushed 

for 80 yards.

Donelle Williams led PC with eight tackles, but it was 

Bryson Brindle who had the highlights, collecting a ca-

reer-high three sacks for a loss of 29 yards.

Jelani Doeman led Davidson with 10 tackles and one inter-

ception.

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Tommy Spangler begins his 10th year as head coach at PC in 2020 

and fourth since the 2006 season, after being promoted from 

defensive coordinator on Nov. 22, 2016.

Spangler just fi nished his seventh year back at PC, and 17th 

season overall, after having served as a defensive coordinator, an 

assistant coach, and head coach.

In 2019, defensive back Trent Carrington ranked third amongst 

Big South DB's with 6.5 tackles a game. Rod Haygood was tied for 

second in the league with three interceptions, while Noah Suber 

check in with a pair of interceptions. Freshman Jeffrey Smyth was 

second among all freshman defensive backs in the Big South with 

5.2 tackles per game and 63 tackles. Colby Campbell set multiple 

Blue Hose and Big South records en route to a fi rst-team Big South 

selection. Campbell set the Blue Hose single-season record for 

tackles (150), solo tackles (70), assisted tackles (80) and sacks 

(9.0). Campbell also set  a single-game record with 20 tackles in 

a contest against Kennesaw State. Campbell led the Big South 

with 12.8 tackles per game while Jarrett Nagy had 9.2 tackles per 

contest. 

In 2018, the Blue Hose defense was ranked 8th in FCS allowing 

just 164.0 passing yards per contest. The defense allowed just two 

teams to throw for more than 200 yards in a game. As a team 

the Blue Hose have six interceptions as well as forcing 25 pass 

breakups this season. 

Earlier this season, the defense was ranked fi rst nationally in third 

down defense, holding opponents to 25.5% through the fi rst six 

games. Donelle Williams, a linebacker under Spangler, fi nished his 

career third in Big South history in total tackles with 402. Ed Britt 

tied the school single season and career record for interceptions 

with four his last season and seven for his career.

Under Spangler several Blue hose have earned Big South defensive 

all-conference honors, including two in 2014 and three in 2015.

In his fi rst season back, in 2014, Spangler helped PC to a 6-5 

record, the program’s fi rst winning season since 2007. His defense 

shut down opponents and led to Blue Hose ranked wins over No. 12 

Furman and No. 22 Charleston Southern.

Against FCS competition, PC fi nished with a 5-2 record, its only 

two losses coming to FCS playoff teams Coastal Carolina and 

Liberty. PC's defense set new school Division I records in nearly 

every category, including total offense yards (4163), opponent 

points scored (270), opponent touchdowns (36) and opponent total 

offense per game (378.5 yards). Those records come in a season 

that saw the Blue Hose play three FBS teams and against FCS 

competition, PC allowed only 15.9 points and 310.0 total offense 

yards per game. The Blue Hose also fi nished the season with the 

nation's second-ranked red zone defense.

Blue Hose defensive players earned four weekly awards in 2015, 

including the entire defense receiving the Big South Defensive 

Player of the Week award for PC's win over Western Carolina. 

Defensive back Ed Britt and linebacker Donelle Williams also 

earned First Team All-Big South honors in 2015 under Spangler.

Spangler spent six years as defensive coordinator at Louisiana 

Tech prior to returning to PC. During that time, Spangler took a 

Bulldog defense that ranked dead last in the country (among FBS 

programs) in scoring defense, rushing defense and total defense 

prior to his arrival and coached them into one of the top defensive 

units in the Western Athletic Conference.

He guided a defense that had six All-WAC selections in 2011, and 

that scored six defensive touchdowns, the best scoring defense 

Tech saw in two decades. The Bulldog defense ended the year 

ranked 13th in the nation in turnover margin and had a +15 

turnover margin during the team's seven-game winning streak.

Spangler was a 2011 Broyles Award nominee for his defensive 

efforts that season.

Spangler has spent almost three decades as a full-time coach on 

the college football sideline. He began his fi rst 10 years at Georgia 

Southern, helping lead the program to a pair of Division I-AA 

national titles.

After taking the job as the secondary coach for the Eagles in 1987, 

Spangler was promoted to co-defensive coordinator in 1990 and 

then took over the sole reins of the program's defense in 1992.

The Stone Mountain, Ga., native earned the Southern Conference 

Defensive Coach of the Year Award in 1993 as the Eagles won the 

league title and advanced to the playoffs. His defense ranked sixth 

nationally in scoring defense.

Spangler spent 10 seasons at PC the fi rst time around, fi rst as 

an assistant coach from 1997- 2000 and then as head coach 

from 2001-06, During his six years as PC's head football coach, 

Spangler guided the Blue Hose to a 42-24 record - a mark that 

stands as the highest winning percentage (.571) among the 

school's 14 head football coaches.

In 2006, Spangler's defense ranked fi rst in the South Atlantic 

Conference in scoring defense (13.2 ppg) and total defense (233.5 

ypg) en route to a 7-4 record. In 2005, he led PC to a 10-2 mark, 

the South Atlantic Conference title, the school's fi rst appearance 

ever in the NCAA Division II playoffs, and a top 10 national ranking, 

earning him the league's Coach of the Year Award.

Spangler earned his bachelor's degree in physical education from 

Georgia in the spring of 1984. He is married to the former Kim 

Pierce of Ft. White, Fla., and they are the parents of three children, 

Pierce, Peyton, and Gracie.

GAME CAPSULES

Boiling Springs, N.C.  A.J Thomas came up with an 
interception at the goalline to end a 31-24 dou-
ble overtime back-and-forth battle at Spangler 
Stadium on Saturday afternoon. Tyler Huff paced 
the Blue Hose offense with 307 yards passing and 
two passing scores to go along with one rushing 
touchdown. Oka Emmanwori and Jarrett Nagy led 
the defense with 15 tackles apiece.

OPENING KICK
- Huff had a career day with a new career-high 
passing with 307 yards and his third career two 
touchdown pass performance. He also set a new 
career-high with 29 pass completions.
- The Orange Park, Fla. native became the fi rst 
300+ yard performance in Blue Hose DI history 
since Hays McMath totaled 322 yards during the 
2013 season against VMI.
- Huff's 29 completions is the fi rst Blue Hose to 
complete 25+ passes since Will Brock completed 
25 during the 2016 season against Florida Tech.
- With his fourth quarter touchdown score, Keith 
Pearson surpassed DaShawn Davis for the DI 
record for receptions at 145 catches. He fi nished 
the game with 10 catches.
- Pearson with his 133 yards on 10 catches re-
corded his sixth career 100-yard receiving game 
of his Blue Hose career.
- Emmanwori surpassed his previous career-high 
with 15 tackles to tie for the team lead. Emman-
wori's previous best came with nine stops against 
Jacksonville during the 2019 season.
- Nagy tied his career-high with 15 stops a mark 
that was set during the 2019 season against 
Kennesaw State.
- In his fi rst collegiate start, Keegan Halloran to-
taled 14 tackles and his fi rst career interception.

HOW IT HAPPENED
 - Gardner-Webb struck first late in the first 
quarter with a 96-yard touchdown run to take 
the early 7-0 lead.
- The Blue Hose got on the board on the fi nal play 
of the fi rst half with Parker Maddrey connecting 
from 20 yards to cut the Runnin' Bulldogs lead 
to 7-3 at the intermission.
- The hosts connected on a 22-yard touchdown 
play early in the third quarter to extend the lead 
to 14-3.
- PC responded with a seven play drive capped by 
a Tyler Huff one-yard rushing score to cut the GWU 
lead to four, 14-10 midway thru the third quarter.
- The Blue Hose used a Runnin' Bulldog fumble to 
regain the lead, as the next Blue Hose play was 
Huff and Pearson connecting to give PC a 17-14 
lead late in the fourth.
- The hosts regained the lead with a 30-yard

- Delvecchio Powell II came down pulling in a 20 yard touchdown catch off of a helmet with 1:10 to go to 
give Presbyterian a 24-21 lead.
- GWU answered as it took it down the fi eld with the drive being capped off by a 37-yard fi eld goal to send 
the game to overtime.
- After neither team scored in the fi rst overtime, Gardner-Webb was able to take a lead with a 6-yard 
reception to gain the 31-24 lead in double overtime.
- The Runnin' Bulldogs forced a turnover on the goal line to give the hosts the victory.

CLINTON, S.C.  – Sophomore quarterback Tyler 
Huff accounted for three touchdowns as the 
Presbyterian College football team recorded a 
31-16 victory over Morehead State on Saturday 
afternoon at Bailey Memorial Stadium. Huff re-
corded 211 passing yards and 71 rushing yards 
in the contest. Linebacker Colby Campbell led the 
defense with 10 tackles including six solo stops 
on the afternoon. 

OPENING KICK
- PC got out to a fast start on Saturday as it re-
corded points (three touchdowns, one fi eld goal) 
on four of its fi rst six possessions. 
- In the third quarter, Keith Pearson recorded a DI 
record 65-yard punt return to set the Blue Hose up 
inside the Eagle red zone where they quickly cap-
italized with a touchdown just three plays later. 
- Huff paced the PC offense as he passed for 211 
yards along with a pair of scores. He also added 
a rushing score and 71 yards on the ground in 
the contest.
- Redshirt freshman Delvecchio Powell II carried 
the ball 26 times for 104 yards and his career 
rushing touchdown. 
- Powell is the fi rst Blue Hose to total 100+ rush-
ing yards since 11/23/19 when Zola Davis totaled 
103 yards against St. Andrews.
- Freshman Matthew Rivera had four catches for 
116 yards which included a 65-yard touchdown 
that pushed the Blue Hose lead out to 24-3 at 
the time.
- Rivera's 65-yard score was the fi rst 60+ yard 
catch by a Blue Hose since Keith Pearson had 
a 66-yard catch against Kennesaw State on 
October 6, 2018
- It is the second straight week that a Blue Hose 
has recorded 100+ yards receiving in a game as 
Pearson totaled 133 last week at Gardner-Webb.
- PC has fi ve takeaways after the fi rst two games 
of the spring with the team fumble recovery and 
Oka Emmanwori's interception in the game.

HOW IT HAPPENED
- PC took advantage of an early turnover from the 
Eagles as Delvecchio Powell punched it in from 
four yards out to give the Blue Hose an early 7-0 
lead halfway thru the fi rst quarter. 
- Morehead State picked up a 38-yard fi eld goal 
to cut the Blue Hose lead to 7-3 with 5:12 to play 
in the opening quarter.
- The Blue Hose closed out the fi rst quarter with 
a 32-yard fi eld goal from Maddrey to extend the 
PC lead to 10-3.
- Presbyterian extended its lead to 17-3 with a 
four-yard reception as Huff connected with Dylan 
Thibault.
